Located right next to the Kai Tak MTR
Station, Phase I of KTSS occupies an area of
about 3.5 hectares at the north apron of the
former Kai Tak Airport, providing a spacious
open plaza and lawn, as well as various
shaded seating areas. Designated to be one
of “Inclusive Parks for pets” in the Leisure
and Cultural Services Department, the
square allows visitors to keep their pets on a
leash and play with their pets inside the
venue. The covered walkway next to the
plaza has incorporated natural elements in
its design; it is paved with timber decking,
and aligned with board formed concrete
walls on one side. Timber trellises are used
at certain parts to introduce natural light
and create a relaxing atmosphere. As a
tribute to the former airport, nostalgic
photos of the former Kai Tak Airport are
displayed along the walkway.
